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SCHEDULES 

Fun with Son is a great introduction to Cub Scout fun and activity!  Campers arrive at 5p.m. on Friday night and 

depart on Saturday at 3p.m (arrive Saturday and depart Sunday for Session 1 in June).  Activities will include 

archery and BB gun safety and marksmanship, swimming in a fifty-meter pool, nature, hiking, sports, and lots of 

games.  And no camp is complete without lots of boisterous singing and skits around the evening campfire!  

 

Upon your arrival at camp, each Pack or Den will receive a group assignment that will tell you which activity 

rotation schedule to follow.  The purpose of this schedule is to ensure that every camper has an opportunity at all of 

the fun activities planned for your stay.  Please be flexible when you receive your schedule, as any changes made 

after your arrival will affect the entire camp.

CAMP STAFF 
A summer camp program is only as good as its camp staff, and at Cub World, our staff is top-notch.  For two 

months of the year, staff members call Cub World “home” and dedicate themselves to providing an excellent 

camping experience to every boy.  We hire only high-quality staff members who have a strong interest in making a 

positive impact on our young Scouts.  They are there to lead games and activities for the Scouts, make sure your 

expectations are met and exceeded, and to generally help leaders however they can.  If you have any questions or 

any issues, feel free to ask a staff member for help – he or she may not always be able to help you, but they will 

quickly find someone who can. 

 

 

CHAPLAINCY SERVICE 
We at Cub Scout Adventure World believe very strongly in a religious awareness at our camp.  Your Chaplain is 

there to add a spiritual element to the camp, as well as make sure all the boys are comfortable during their stay at 

camp.  A Camp Chaplain will be available for counseling and can be contacted very easily.  A non-denominational 

religious service will be offered on Sunday mornings for weekend sessions and on Saturday of overnights.  We will 

accommodate any program or food restrictions due to religious beliefs.  We do ask that if you have any such 

restrictions that you please submit the Special Diet Request Form (found later in this guide) at least two weeks 

prior to your arrival so that we can be adequately prepared to meet your needs.   
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THEME AREAS 

You may choose to camp in any of our four exciting theme areas.  Each program area sleeps 72, excluding the Fort, 

which sleeps 68.  Each theme area is different and caters to a varying degree of camping experience.  New campers 

may want to choose the comfort of the Fort or Castle, while more experienced campers may want to challenge 

themselves in the Mountain Man Village or Miner’s Camp.  Here is a brief description of each theme area: 

 

Fort 
This location offers four and eight person sleeping rooms with screened windows, bunk beds with mattresses and 

an indoor plumbing facility.  Each room also has electric outlets for a box fan on hot nights, and a fire ring behind 

the Fort for den campfires.  Shower facilities are shared with the Castle.  The theme of the Fort will invite the boys 

to imagine themselves as Old West cowboys, Indians, or pioneers. 

  

Castle 
Like the Fort, this location offers four and eight person sleeping rooms with screened windows, bunk beds with 

mattresses and an indoor plumbing facility.  Each room also has electric outlets for a box fan on hot nights, and a 

fire ring next to the Castle for Pack campfires.  Shower facilities are shared with the Fort.  The theme of the Castle 

will reflect the myth of the medieval knights and lords of old. 

 

Mountain Man Village 
This is a unique camping experience in canvas tents on large wooden platforms up in the hills of Cub World.  Each 

tent can sleep two and includes cots and mattresses.  A large pavilion at the bottom of the hill serves as an assembly 

area.  A shower house shared with Miner’s Camp is only a short walk away from the village.  The theme of the area 

will be along the lines of mountaineers such as Jeremiah Johnson and the pioneers of the fur trade.   

 

Miner’s Camp 
This is the most primitive of the theme areas.  The tents are on wooden platforms setup like an 1800’s gold miner’s 

camp, with an actual mine where the boys can dig for gold and a stream that runs through the camp where boys can 

pan for gold, fossils, and other treasures.  Each tent sleeps two and includes cots and mattresses, and the camp has a 

pavilion and fire ring.  A shower house shared with the Mountain Man Village is a short walk from the camp.   

 

 

TRADING POST 
Welcome Miners, Mountain Men, Frontiersman and Knights!  We invite you to come enjoy our Trading Post 

located in the Fort.  The Trading Post offers a variety of things such as: Camp T-shirts, patches, craft items, camp 

souvenirs, camp supplies, candy, snacks, soda, juice or the ever-popular Slush Puppies.  We also have a variety of 

other supplies, clothing, patches, cameras, batteries and more.  The Trading Post is also air-conditioned.  It is open 

daily – look for hours posted on the front door. The Trading Post is not open during meals.  

 

 

FOOD SERVICE 
Meals are served in the Frisch’s Big Boy Dining Pavilion by a contract food service. Grace will be said before all 

meals and you’ll have plenty of opportunities to warm up your vocal chords with some great camp songs. Be 

advised that hats are taboo at the Dining Pavilion, as is climbing on “Francis,” our resident Big Boy. We are 

committed to providing meals with the proper nutritional value.  We will provide three meals a day for full days at 

camp, and your first meal for Fun with Son will be dinner.  If you have campers with food allergies, religious or 

other special diet requirements, please submit the Special Diet Request Form (found later in this guide) at 

least two weeks prior to your arrival so that we can be adequately prepared to meet your needs.  For major 

concerns, please contact the Camp Director directly. 
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CAMP ORIENTATION FOR PACK LEADERS: 

Join us for the Cub Camping Rally held on Wednesday, January 25, 2012 from 6:30pm - 8pm at the Scout 

Achievement Center.  We’ll serve you a free dinner, give you a taste of some of the fun activities available to 

Scouts at summer camp, and distribute all of the 2012 summer camp season information.  We’ll also give away a 

few free weeks of camp!  All leaders, parents, and anyone interested in Cub Scout campingiss invited!  Please 

RSVP by January 23 to camping@danbeard.org with your Pack number and number of people attending. 

 

Also, be sure to visit Cub World on Saturday March 17, 2012 from 9am to noon for an Open House.  You will 

receive the latest information on the programs planned for summer camp 2012, have a chance to tour the facilities, 

and even participate in a few activities.  Cub Scouts and siblings are welcome to attend.  No RSVP is required – 

just show up anytime during the morning to see the camp. 
 

PARENT AND PACK LEADERSHIP RESPONSIBILITIES 
We would like to thank you in advance for all that you will do before and during camp to ensure that the boys have 

a great time.  Parents and Pack leadership will share in one of the most unique experiences of their lives.  You are 

vital in the operation of Cub World Fun with Son camps.   
 

For the Fun with Son program, each registered Scout should have a parent or adult family member in attendance 

with him.  For families with more than one Cub Scout, only one adult family member is required.  Families may 

register together and share a room or tent.  In accordance with BSA Youth Protection policies, Scouts may not 

share a room or tent with female adults unless the adult is an immediate family member. 
 

CAMP POLICIES AND PROCEDURES 
Visitors and Late Arrivals 

All campers, leaders and authorized visitors will be issued camp ID bracelets to be worn at all times while in camp.  
 

All leaders/parents arriving at camp at some time other than check-in must register with the Camp Clerk at the 

Administration Building and get a camp ID bracelet.  It is also important that any leader being replaced checks out 

with the Camp Clerk.  We must know who is at camp at all times. 
 

All visitors must sign in and sign out with the Camp Clerk at the Administration Building and get a camp ID 

bracelet.  Any visitor who has not registered may be asked to leave camp.  It is important for safety that we know 

who is visiting our camp and when.  Visitors who intend to eat a meal at camp must purchase a meal ticket at the 

camp office.  Meal rates are as follows: Breakfast - $5; Lunch - $6; Dinner - $7. 
 

Administration Building 
The Camp Administration Building is home to the camp office, health lodge, management office, and the staff and 

leader lounge.  At the camp office, you can send and receive mail, get copies of schedules and maps, sign in and out 

of camp, and locate any camper or leader – the camp clerk is available to assist you with any administrative needs 

that might arise during your stay.   
 

You are welcome to come relax in the staff and leader lounge to take a break, chat with the staff, or even play a 

game of foosball.  It’s also a great place to “cool off,” as it is one of the few areas in camp that is air-conditioned!   

Campers are not permitted to in the administration building without a leader, and the lounge is for staff and leaders 

only. 

Medical Exams and Procedures 
Each participant (youth and adult) should bring with them to camp the Annual Health and Medical Record with 

parts A and C completed, you do not need a doctor’s signature.  Note this is a new form from previous years.  We 

strongly recommend bringing a COPY of the form and not the original.

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Prescription and non-prescription medication: 
All medications, prescriptions and non-prescription, brought to camp by campers and leaders are REQUIRED to be 

secured and locked in the Camp Health Lodge.  This may seem too strict for adult over the counter medications; 

however, if a child consumes medication that is not meant for them, it has deadly potential.  There will be certain 

exceptions for lifesaving medications to be carried at camp.  This decision will be made during the medical exam 

given by our health officers. 

 

MEDICATION MUST BE IN THE ORIGINAL CONTAINER and contain the following information: 

 

1. Camper’s Name   3.  Prescription Number  5.  Name of Medication 

2. Name of Prescribing Physician 4.  Date Prescribed  6.  Directions for Use  

 

We have a qualified medical staff that is on duty at all times.   

 

Smoking and Alcohol 
Cub World is a non-smoking facility.  Smoking or tobacco use in front of any camper, leader, or staff member is 

strictly prohibited.  One designated smoking area is available in the tree line behind the dining pavilion.  Alcoholic 

beverages are never permitted on camp property.  Please help the camp enforce these rules by making sure all 

leaders and parents in your Pack are aware of this policy. 

 

Mail and Telephone Service 
Mail is always encouraged at Cub Scout Adventure World.  Campers love to receive a letter from home.  Mail 

service takes two days; please consider this when getting a letter prepared.  The envelope should include:

There is an emergency telephone number at Cub World.  The number is (513) 831-8311.  A clerk staffs this phone 

during program hours.  There is a camper courtesy phone, located at the front of the Administration Building, that 

is accessible at all times.  Boys can make emergency outgoing calls when accompanied by an adult leader.   

 

Emergency Procedures 
An air-horn system can be heard throughout the camp to alert campers and staff of an emergency.  Each camping 

area has an air-horn hanging near the entrance for emergency use by adults only.  In the case of an emergency, staff 

is trained to respond only to the Camp Director, or in his absence, his designee.  We ask that you do not take 

matters into your own hands, as it may conflict with the camp procedures.  The Cub World air-horn system takes 

precedence over the Camp Friedlander siren system.   

 

Parking 
In accordance with BSA policy and safety regulations, PERSONAL VEHICLES ARE NEVER PERMITTED 

IN CAMP.  Only emergency and maintenance vehicles will be allowed to park at the Administration Building and 

all others will be immediately towed.  This policy is for the safety of all campers. Please make parents who might 

be visiting camp during the week aware of this important policy.  We appreciate your cooperation in parking only 

in designated areas.  

 

Youth Protection 
The protection and privacy of our campers is taken very seriously at Cub World.  All adult leaders and camp staff 

must follow BSA Youth Protection guidelines.  Bathroom facilities are separated, with a large youth side and 

individual shower stalls for adults.  Youth should not enter the adult stalls, and adults should not enter the youth 

side of the shower house.  Similarly, youth may not bunk in the same room or tent as an adult unless the adult is 

their parent or guardian.  You must take the Youth Protection Class before attending.

PROVIDED IN THE MOUNTAIN MAN VILLAGE AND MINERS CAMP:  Cots and mattresses, two man wall 

tents, picnic tables, shelter, running water, nearby shower house, rake, shovel, brooms, bulletin board and campfire 

ring.  One power outlet is available at the pavilions.

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REGISTERING FOR CAMP 

Before you register for camp, be sure to speak with your pack leadership about the plans for summer camp this 

year.  If your pack has assigned a Camp Leader, that person should be informed about the registration process, 

coordinate the pack’s plans, collect all fees, and submit all forms to the Scout Service Center.   

 

For Fun with Son, you can register as a pack, a den, a parent and son, or as a family.  Every Scout must have a 

parent in attendance, however, a family with more than one Scout needs only one parent.  You may attend as a 

family and register siblings at the Scout rate.  Registrations do not have to be made as a pack if only a parent and 

son (or family) are registering together, however, if more than one family from your pack is planning on attending, 

please register everyone together as a Pack. 

 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR REGISTERING 
Registration for camp is completed in several steps.  In order to facilitate paying camp fees, payments have been 

split into two installments.  It is a good idea to make a copy of all forms before you submit them for your reference.  

It is to your benefit to fill out all forms completely – this will avoid any unnecessary problems with your 

registration.  If at any time you have questions or want to check the status of your registration, please call Jennifer 

Pangallo, Camping Secretary at the Scout Service Center at (513) 577-7700.  Here is the process for registering for 

camp: 

 

1) Discuss with your pack leadership about the pack’s plans for summer camp this year.  Pick a session to 

attend.  Inform all parents about the payment structure and refund policy. 

2) Using the Pack Registration Roster 1, make a list of all Scouts, parents, and leaders planning on attending 

camp.  Collect 50% of camp fees. 

3) Complete Payment Sheet 1 and submit with the Pack Registration Roster 1 and 50% of the entire camp fee 

to the Scout Service Center. 

4) Review with each parent their plans for their son or family to attend camp. 

5) Using the Pack Registration Roster 2, make an updated list of all Scouts and leaders planning on attending 

camp.  Collect the remaining camp fees. 

6) Complete Payment Sheet 2 and submit with the Pack Registration Roster 2 and remaining camp fee to the 

Scout Service Center.  Note:  If Payment Sheet 2 and the entire camp fee are received by Monday May 

14, the discount fees will apply; after May 14, regular camp fees will apply to the entire fee, including 

any payment previously made. 

7) If you have any Scouts that decide to attend camp after Payment Sheet 2 has been submitted, please use the 

Add-On Form with full payment for each camper.  Campers added on after the May 9 deadline will not 

qualify for the discount fee.  Please do not use the Add-on Form until Payment Sheet 2 has been submitted. 

8) Make a copy of the Letter to Parents for parents of every Scout to attend to camp. 

 
REFUND POLICY 

Individuals or groups that cancel a program reservation 30 days prior to the date of the event will receive a refund 

of fees paid, less a 15% administrative charge.  No refunds will be given after the 30-day cancellation deadline. 

Fees are transferable to other Scouts but not refundable. 
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SPECIAL DIET REQUEST FORM  

 
Allergies and special diets are a common concern of our campers.  Our food service is very experienced 

with accommodating most diets including food allergies, religious restrictions, and other health-related 

diets.  We are be happy to work accommodate any diet; however, this form must be submitted at least 

two weeks prior to arrival at camp.   

 

Please note:  Special diet requests are for food allergies, religious restrictions, and other health-

related needs only.  Requests should not be made for food preferences, personal taste, or for “picky 

eaters”: the camp cannot accommodate these requests and they will not be honored.  Vegeterian 

alternatives are available at each meal and unless a true medical need, should not be requested here. 

 

Example of special diet requests include: gluten-free diet, kosher meals, peanut allergy, lactose 

intolerance, etc.   

 

Examples of diets that are not a special request include: vegetarian diets, child does not like vegetables, 

child will only eat hot dogs or hamburgers, etc.
